For Summer Mid-Term, we are releasing Academic Release 1.15, which contains an updated campus ETL script. There are no changes for the Banner Data Collection Extraction process, ZADMETL, which will remain version 1.3

Academic Release 1.15 includes updates the Campus ETL to display a message of Failure on the Data Collection Extraction process ZADMETL output .lis file if certain mimic tables are empty. This change will allow users to better identify issues with the ZADMETL process that may result in an extraction failure. 

The Campus ETL was also modified to fix a logic error in the collection of County of Origin at Matriculation related to county codes ‘888’ for out-of-country and ‘999’ for out of state. In addition, we updated the business practices section of the DED entries for County of Origin at Matriculation for clarity related to these codes.

Also included in Academic Release 1.15 are modifications to the Campus ETL script for the collection of College and Department Codes and Descriptions for awarded and enrolled program records. This will result in the creation of 8 new data elements which will be added to the program mimic tables and associated table dump reports. 

Finally, two new validations will be added to the Academic Data Collection to identify duplicate awarded and enrolled program records. The Business Practice Sections of Institutional Major Code - data element SPA004 - and Institutional Major Code Enrolled – data element SPE004 were updated to define which program records are considered duplicates.

In prior collections, some institutions reported that steps in the Data Collection Extraction process, ZADMETL showed as completing successfully even though the associated mimic tables did not contain data. The success message simply indicated that a step ran without encountering a fatal error, but there were no checks in place to ensure that data was inserted into the mimic tables. 

Starting in the summer mid-term collection, the ZADMETL .lis file will now display a status of Failure and an error message stating that ‘no rows have been inserted into mimic table’ when any required mimic tables are empty.

The listed mimic tables are excluded from the zero-row count check since there are valid reasons why these tables may be empty at some point in a collection.

This mockup shows a sample ZADMETL  .lis file with a failure on the creation of the AWARDED population table. As you can see, the related ADMGRAD mimic table steps show a ‘FAILURE’ status with an error message stating that “No rows have been inserted into mimic table”. The ADMGRAD_ADDRESS_MIMIC table shows ‘Success” since this table is one of the tables excluded from the zero-row count check. 

The FAILURE status is also present for the OVERALL status and the ADC Process Status. 

Please be sure to check the ZADMETL .lis file after each run to ensure that the process completed successfully before extracting. If a FAILURE status shows for any step, the extract will also fail. 



County of Origin at Matriculation

– 159). If the State of Origin is not Georgia, then the 
County of Origin at Matriculation must be 999 for Out-of-
State or 888 for Out-of-Country.

Changes related to County of Origin at Matriculation, data elements SGR010 and STE020, include updates the Campus ETL and the Data Element Dictionary. 

The Campus ETL logic was updated to correctly collect County of Origin codes ‘888’ for out of country and ‘999’ for out of state. This change is primarily related to untranslated county code values.

The Business Practice sections for DED elements County of Origin at Matriculation (SGR010 and STE020) were updated for clarity. A list of valid county codes is available in the DED and in Cognos under County Reference Code Report.

exist for a student in the graduation term.

Also included in Academic Release 1.15 are new validations to identify duplicate awarded and enrolled program records. For duplicate awarded program records, validation rule VSPA011 will be added under data element SPA004 Institutional Major Code.

Please note that two records will be shown for each duplicated program record in Cognos. In this example, the Attribute Content shows that these records differ by the unique sequence number and curriculum priority number. 


 



Duplicate Program Records

• New Validation Rules
– Institutional Major Code - Enrolled (SPE004)

o VSPE022: Duplicate enrolled program records (Degree 
Acronym + Institutional Major Code + Field of Study Category 
+ Institution Program Code + Student Level Indicator ) should 
not exist for a student in the current term.

For duplicate enrolled program records, validation rule VSPE022 will be added under data element SPE004 Institutional Major Code – Enrolled.  In this example, the Attribute Content show that this awarded program record differs by the curriculum priority number. 



Duplicate Program Records

• DED Business Practice Updates
– Institutional Major Code (SPA004)

A student’s active and current graduation program record should not 
include duplicate combinations of Degree Acronym + Institutional Major 
Code + Field of Study Category + Institution Program Code + Student 
Level Code. (Duplicate awarded records differ by only the Unique 
Sequence Number, Field of Study Priority Number and/or Curriculum 
Priority Number.)

– Institutional Major Code - Enrolled (SPE004)
A student’s active and current enrollment program record should not 
include duplicate combinations of Degree Acronym + Institutional Major 
Code + Field of Study Category + Institution Program Code + Student 
Level Code. (Duplicate records differ by only the Field of Study Priority 
Number and/or Curriculum Priority Number.)

Finally, the Business Practice sections of the institutional major code data elements, SPA004 and SPE004, will be updated to specify which fields are included in the definition of a duplicate program record. 

For awarded program records, duplicates differ by only the Unique Sequence Number, Field of Study Priority Number and/or Curriculum Priority Number.

For enrolled program records, duplicates differ by only the Field of Study Priority Number and/or Curriculum Priority Number.
