TECHNICAL INSTRUCTIONS: CAMPUS _ODS ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql - This script is
required for all institutions and should be run as USGQUEST on the Banner database. It
contains the tables, views and selection criteria for the Academic Data Collection.

After downloading the fle CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql, you may run the following
checksum command to validate the file is the same as the one located in the directory above:

1. Download the package (CAMPUS_ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql) file to a local server.

2. Run the following command, to make sure the checksum info is the same as ITS posted
with the package: $ md5sum CAMPUS _ODS_ADM_ETL_INSTALL.sql

3. Verify the checksum info you get from the above command. It should be the same as
below:
